              The following notes will help you upon arrival and during your time with us.  
 

- UPON ARRIVAL IN TORQUAY (see attached plan) 
- Follow the road signs to the Harbour and enter Beacon Quay (with the Harvester Pub on 

your left), at the barrier you will be welcomed by RTYC volunteers. 
- Drive along Beacon Quay to the far end. 
- RTYC volunteers will be on hand to assist you with unloading and parking from 10.00 am 

until 18.30 on Thursday 24th, from 8.00 am until 18.30 on Friday 25th and from 7.30 am on 
Saturday 26th June 

- For access outside the hours please contact  events@rtyc.org or telephone 07970353660 in 
advance. 

- Once you have dropped off your boat, It will be necessary for all road trailers to be taken to 
Daddyhole Plain, see  attached map. 

- Upon return your car should be parked in the nearby car park as there is strictly NO 
PARKING on the harbourside. The car park uses the Ringo payment app. 

- RTYC volunteers will be wearing Hi Viz jackets and on site to direct and assist. 
- Competitors parking at Paignton should proceed to Paignton Harbour and email 

events@rtyc.org upon arrival.  
 

- REGISTRATION  and CHECK  IN - JUST ONE PERSON TO ATTEND 
- There will be no formal registration, all competitors are required to CHECK IN upon arrival 

with the Beachmaster on Haldon Pier.   
- The Beachmaster will be based adjacent to the Flagpole and halyards opposite the slipway. 
- Dinghy parking spaces will be allocated at Check In. 
- Social Distancing shall be respected and maintained at all times.

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- CLUB ACCESS 

At Check In you will be given an event Pin Number to enable access to the club using the 
main entrance. Please scan our venue barcode using the NHS Covid-19 app whenever you 
enter the club. 
 

- CLUB FACILITIES AND COVID 19 COMPLIANCE 
COVID 19 measures are in place throughout club in ensure compliance and social distancing. 
All areas are restricted both in use and in numbers. Face masks must be worn at all times  in 
the club when not seated. The rule of six applies, groups may not mingle, and standing is not 
permitted unless entering, leaving, or visiting toilets.  Hand sanitisers are widely available. 

- Numbers will be strictly controlled throughout. 
- Club volunteers will be supporting our staff to ensure compliance, which is required by law. 

Any person who is not willing to comply with the reasonable requests of our staff and 
volunteers will be asked to leave. Please help us to maintain our excellent relationship with 
the local community by complying with all regulations throughout the event.
